	Topic: Ordinary Time

	Curriculum Links (New RE Curriculum)
Religious Knowledge and Deep Understanding

· The Church’s liturgical year is told through a framework of different seasons (Advent, Christmas, Lent, Easter, Pentecost, Ordinary Time), revealing the story of salvation and drawing inspiration from Jewish tradition. 

· In liturgical celebrations, forms of sacred art (including music, visual arts, drama, dance, media) are used to inspire believers to prayer and a deeper understanding of the mystery of God. In liturgical celebrations, believers are encouraged to actively participate through action (e.g. sign of peace, Genuflecting, sign of the cross), word (e.g. acclamations, responses, singing), posture (e.g. kneeling, bowing) and observing a reverent silence at appropriate times.

Skills

· Make connections between some key celebrations of the Church’s liturgical year and the story of salvation.
· Identify where, how and why forms of sacred art are used in liturgical celebrations.
· Identify ways in which believers actively participate in liturgical celebrations and interpret the meaning of these for believers.



	
	

	
	Students will be assisted to:

· Retrieve information using reliable search engines

· Compare information from unreliable sources to their new found information

· Develop in-depth understandings of the season of Ordinary Time including the key messages, themes, rituals, colours and symbols

· Create a visual representation (using Glogster) to present these understandings (pairs)

· Use their information presented on Glogster to design either a: (1) class prayer mat, (2) altar cloth, (3) banner, or (4) lectern drape for Ordinary Time (pairs), and

· Write a justification for their design (individual)

After the learning episodes have concluded, the class will create a joint design of one of the above options for use by the school in Ordinary Time liturgies. 

	
	

	
	Rich/Authentic Task/Fertile Question:
Students will create a visual representation in response to the questions: 

· How might Ordinary Time assist Christians to understand the public ministry of Jesus?

· What is Ordinary Time, and how do I, as a human being experience this liturgical season? 

· What are the key messages, themes, rituals, colours and symbols of Ordinary Time?


	Summative Assessment:
· Using a digital tool (e.g. Glogster), students will create a visual representation of a liturgical season (Ordinary Time) that includes the key messages, themes, rituals, colours, symbols and at least one relevant biblical reading
· Design a visual representation (e.g. class prayer mat, altar cloths, banners, or lectern drapes) for a particular liturgical season and sacred rituals, incorporating use of appropriate symbols and colours that help individuals and groups make meaning of the liturgical season and, write a justification for the choice of colour and use of symbols in the design (reference to liturgical resources should be made in justification/s)

	Learning Episode 1
· Introduce topic/unit and outline Rich/Authentic Task

· Ask students what do they think they might need to think about, do, research, prepare etc

· Ask students what ideas they might have for criteria (to ensure they are active participants of the learning experience & the centre of learning)

· Assessment as – students reflect and discuss how they might approach the learning experiences

	Learning Episode 2

(i) Students complete the ‘K’ & ‘W’ sections of a KWL chart (see here for an example of a chart)
(ii) Students are given passages of information in relation to the season of Ordinary Time. Some of the information in the passages is correct, with other parts displaying untrue information. The students task throughout the learning episodes will be to research the season of Ordinary Time to determine factual information, create a class mind map and then present their own passage about certain details of Ordinary Time 

(iii) Using iPads, students investigate specific details of Ordinary Time, looking first at the key colours and symbols of the season. Students will answer the following questions:
· What is the colour of Ordinary time?

· Why is the colour represented?

· What symbols are used during ordinary time? Why is this symbol used?

Students will record their responses using a retrieval chart. 

(iv) The teacher and class will then begin to jointly-construct a mind map (e.g. Bubble.us) for Ordinary Time, using the information gathered by the students to determine the key information, and search for any discrepancies 
	Formative Assessment -  

· Assessment as – students reflecting on what they already know about the season, and what they would like to know. Can assist in the development of learning experiences based on student needs
· Assessment for – teacher conference with students to determine their findings

· Assessment for – extending and reinforcing student understandings. Clarifying points of view, and clearing up any discrepancies 

	
	

	SUPPORT & SCAFFOLD
	Learning Episode 3
(i) Following the same structure of previous learning episodes, students will continue to investigate details of Ordinary Time. Students will answer the following questions:
· When does Ordinary Time occur?

· Why is it important for believers?

· What are the key messages or themes of Ordinary Time? 

· How do believers celebrate Ordinary Time? What are some rituals?

(ii) The teacher and class will then continue to jointly-construct a mind map (e.g. Bubble.us) for Ordinary Time, using the information gathered by the students to determine the key information, and search for any discrepancies
(iii) Complete the class mind map, teacher provides explicit instruction to reinforce the understandings developed by the students, highlighting the importance of using credible information sources.
	Formative Assessment -  

· Assessment for – teacher conference with students to determine their findings

· Assessment for – extending and reinforcing student understandings. Clarifying points of view, and clearing up any discrepancies

	Learning Episode 4
(i) The teacher then asks the students to individually consider:

· What have I learnt? (Complete ‘L’ section of chart)
· What part of the process helped/hindered my learning?

· What has surprised me in my learning about Ordinary Time?

· How can this information assist me to complete the assessment tasks?

(ii) In pairs, students use the information and convert it into a visual display using an online Glogster or similar resource. Students will also locate one relevant biblical reading and include this in their visual display.

(iii) The pairs then begin to develop their designs for the banner etc. thinking about the important details of Ordinary Time. Once the design is completed, students are to individually complete a justification for their inclusions 
	Formative Assessment
· Assessment as – self reflection of learning, setting goals for next phase of learning episodes

· Assessment of – summative assessment task students assessed by how well they have met the success criteria (which was co-constructed by teacher and students

· Assessment of – summative assessment task, students assessed by how well they have met the success criteria (which was co-constructed by teacher and students)

	

	REFLECT
	(i) Structured class discussion – What have the students learnt? Why is Ordinary Time so important in the Church year? What does it mean for believers? What are the key messages/themes from the season? Anything else you have learnt?
(ii) The class banner (or other design) will be used as a form of reflection – gathering together all of the knowledge and understandings the students have developed into one creation 
	· Assessment as – self reflection of individual understanding
